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“Protecting Children and Young People from Sexual Violence with a Focus on the New Media: Perspectives for Europe” is the title of the European follow-up conference to the 3rd World Congress Against Sexual Exploitation of Children and Adolescents, which took place in November last year in Rio de Janeiro.
